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The Bangladesh Meteorological Department (BMD) weather forecast published on 18 July highlighted the 
merging of the Bangladesh monsoon axis with the low pressure at South Odisha and the adjoining areas. 
The same low pressure is expected to move towards west-central and adjoining Northwest Bay of Bengal 
for the next 24 hours. As a result, moderately heavy rain is forecasted in other parts of Bangladesh, not 
including Cox’s Bazar area, where only light (1-10mm/day) to moderate (11-22mm/day) rain is expected1.  

While Cox’s Bazar Sadar continues to have favorable weather with 10mm estimated spatial average rainfall 
on 20 July, Teknaf and Ukhiya will have a different weather scenario with over 60mm/day and 30mm/day 
of heavy rainfall, respectively, forecasted from 22 July to 24 July (Figure 1). The BMD’s Landslide Warning 
portal estimates an accumulated rainfall of 151 mm from 18 July to 22 July, and 350 mm by 24 July (Figure 

2), with the daily accumulated rainfall reaching the maximum threshold value of ≥88mm across the Cox’s 
Bazar district (Figure 3).  

With the erratic rainfall and the high susceptibility of landslides, flooding, and waterlogging in the Rohingya 
camps, the likelihood of the Rohingya population being affected by these hazards is high. Primarily exposed 
and vulnerable are the populations living in landslide and flood-prone locations. The ISCG advises to 
maintain readiness and preparedness actions, including immediate relocation of the most vulnerable, 
particularly during the onset of the expected heavy downpour from 20 July to 21 July in Ukhiya and Teknaf.

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As previously advised by the ISCG, the high-
risk and highly susceptible landslide 
locations in the Rohingya Refugee Camps 
should be prioritized for readiness and 
preparedness actions (Figure 3). In addition 
to preparedness in moderately susceptible 
locations, areas that were frequently 
affected by slope failure incidents in June, 
and from 1 – 13 July, should be prioritized, 
such as Camps 03, 07, 08W, 09, 11, 12, 13, 
16, 18, 19, 20, 20 ext. Other areas that need 
attention with slope failure incidents 
reported are Camps 01W, 26, and KRC 
(Source: Daily Incident Report). 

On the other hand, the low-lying areas that 
have been frequently flooded since the 
onset of the monsoon should also be 
prioritized for flood preparedness actions, 
such as Camps 01W, 03, 20, and 20 ext. 
Other areas that have also flooded include 
Camps, 04, 08W, 18, 19, 22, 26 & 27 (Source: 
Daily Incident Report).
