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The ongoing monsoon remains active across Bangladesh and notably strong over North Bay. The
Bangladesh Meteorological Department (BMD) has issued a warning message about the strong southwest
monsoon deep convection and a steep pressure gradient over the North Bay and adjoining coastal areas,
advising to hoist local cautionary No. signal three (R) to all maritime ports including Cox’s Bazar. All fishing
boats and trawlers operating over North Bay have been instructed to remain close to the coastand proceed
with caution until further notice.! Moderately heavy (23-43 mm/day) to heavy (44-88 mm/day) rain is
forecasted in the Chattogram division, including Cox’s Bazar district for the next 72 hours from 1 August.2
Due to heavy rainfall, landslides may occur at places over the hilly regions of Chattogram division.

The weather is expected to be erratic over the weekend, with the daily spatial average rainfall ranging from
over 40 mm/day to as high as 144 mm/day across Cox's Bazar district, particularly in the Sadar, Ukhiya, and
Teknaf upazilas. A heavy downpour episode is forecasted for 1 and 2 August, with the highest daily spatial
average rainfall expected to exceed 140 mm/day in the Teknaf area and the lowest, still above 40 mm/day,
in the Cox's Bazar Sadar area. Meanwhile, the weather is predicted to be more favorable from 3 to 7 August,
with an estimated rainfall average as low as 10 mm/day and as high as 35 mm/day (Figure 1).

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BMD’s INSTANT portal has forecasted the potential for flash floods in certain parts of the Cox's Bazar
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district, particularly in the Ukhiya and Teknaf upazilas. This is due to the predicted accumulation of rainfall
reaching the maximum thresholds. In the next 72 hours, the accumulated rainfall in Ukhiya is expected to
reach up to 307 mm, while in Teknaf, it may reach as high as 357.81 mm. These exceptional rainfall amounts
are likely to result in flash floods in the affected areas. The forecasted high rainfall levels, exceeding 268
mm over the 72-hour period, have raised serious concerns about the risk of flash floods occurring in these
parts of Cox's Bazar district. Appropriate precautionary measures and preparedness efforts are
recommended to mitigate the potential impact of these severe weather conditions.

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With the erratic weather, the likelihood of the Rohingya population being affected by the monsoon-induced

hazards, landslides, flooding, waterlogging, and gusty wind is very high. The highly exposed populations are
primarily those living in landslide and flood-prone locations.

Considering the vulnerabilities of the Rohingya communities, the ISCG is advising that Sectors, EPR WG
members, and relevant agencies carry out emergency preparedness actions continuously, including timely
dissemination of early warning messages, alerts, and advisories, in order to reduce the potential for negative

consequences, significant damage, and loss of life. Actions shall be carried out closely with Sector Lead
agencies and camp DMCs.

As previously advised by the ISCG, the high-risk and highly susceptible landslide locations in the Rohingya
refugee camps should be prioritized for readiness and preparedness actions. In addition to preparedness
in moderately susceptible locations, areas frequently affected by slope failure incidents since the monsoon
period began should be prioritized, such as camps 3, 7, 8W, 9, 11, 12, 13, 16, 18, 19, 20 and 20 ext. Other
areas with slope failure incidents reported are camps 1W, 1E, 9, 2E, 26 and KRC (Figure 3).

On the other hand, the low-lying areas that have been frequently flooded should also be prioritized for
flood preparedness actions, such as camps 1W, 3, 20, and 20 ext. Additional areas that have experienced
flooding are in camps 4, 8W, 18, 19, 22, 26 and 27 (Figure 4).
