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The low-pressure area over south Bangladesh persisted today, 18 August, and is likely to move slowly north
to north-westwards and become a well-marked low-pressure area over Bangladesh and adjoining Gangetic
West Bengal by 19 August 2024, With a moderate monsoon over the Andaman Sea and the Bay of Bengal,
erratic heavy downpours accompanied by gusty wind are anticipated.

Cox's Bazar is expected to receive rainfall ranging from 221 — 345 mm over the next five days, as indicated
in the BMD’s Landslide-Warning. However, the Bangladesh Meteorological Department (BMD) synoptic
situation analysis on 18 August pointed to no cyclonic circulation anomalies?. Accordingly, low pressure is
expected to move slowly west-northwest, crossing the Gangetic West Bengal and into Jharkhand, India.

The current weather projection on the BMD’s INSTANT portal indicates that Cox's Bazar is expected to have
a daily accumulated rainfall threshold of between 44 mm — 88 mm (Figure 1), primarily in the Teknaf and
Ukhiya areas, with an estimated daily spatial rainfall average of 77 mm on 18 August. As indicated in the
portal, the rainfall is starting to recede tomorrow, 19 August, but staying at the same rainfall threshold.
After that, an estimated manageable rain level is forecasted before another likely heavy downpour episode
starts on 24 August (Figure 2).

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Overall, the monsoon conditions continue to be erratic. Rainfall unpredictability, combined with the high
vulnerability of the Rohingya camp settlement, increases the risks that monsoon-induced landslides,
flooding, and waterlogging will impact the camps.

Considering the vulnerabilities of the Rohingya communities, the ISCG is advising that Sectors, EPR WG
members, and relevant agencies carry out emergency preparedness actions continuously including timely
dissemination of early warning messages, alerts, and advisories, in order to reduce the potential for negative
consequences, significant damage, and loss of life. Actions shall be carried out closely with Sector Lead
agencies and camp DMCs.

As previously advised by the ISCG, the high-risk and highly susceptible landslide locations in the Rohingya
refugee camps should be prioritized for readiness and preparedness actions. In addition to preparedness
in moderately susceptible locations, areas frequently affected by slope failure incidents this monsoon
season should be prioritized, such as camps 3, 7, 8W, 9, 11, 12, 13, 16, 18, 19, 20 and 20 Ext. Other areas
that need attention with slope failure incidents reported are camps 1W, 1E, 9, 2E, 26 and KRC (Figure 3).

On the other hand, the low-lying areas that have been frequently flooded should also be prioritized for
flood preparedness actions, such as camps 1W, 3, 20 and 20 Ext. Additional areas that have experienced
flooding include camps 4, 8W, 18, 19, 22, 26 and 27 (Figure 4).

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For harmonized preparedness messages, the ISCG advises consistently using the Guidebook for Multi-
Hazard Risk Communication and Community Engagement in Camp Settlement approved by the RRRC. This
guidebook is being widely disseminated as a reference for EPR messages in the Rohingya refugee camps.
Below are the excerpts on landslide and flood preparedness and response messaging for dissemination.
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Recommended Landslide Preparedness and Response Messages

Landslide Preparedness
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If you see any sign of landslide —
Move to a safe place,

Inform Site Management staff, volunteers, or other officials in the camps.

Landslide Response
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If there has been a landslide, call
people for help.

When the rescue team arrive, try
to tell them the number of people
buried during landslide.

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Recommended Flooding Preparedness and Response Messages
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Ensure that children know where
safe places are to avoid family
separation.
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Don't take shelter near steep
slopes of hills, flooding may also
lead to landslides.

Never walk into flood water; the
water may be deeper than you
think. Beware of flowing water,
this can sweep you off your feet
and it may contain dangerous
debris.

Keep children close to you during a
flood — ensure supervision of chil-
dren at all times during a flood and
do not let them go out and play.

If you see a snake in flood water,
back away from it slowly and do
not touch it.

Stay away from dangling or loose
wires and electrical sockets.
Unplug any electrical systems
including solar.
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Flood Response

If someone else is in trouble,

immediately call for help from a
trained DMU/SUV and do not put
yourself in danger.
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
